The nine winning drawings were displayed on the mile markers at
the Turkey Trot race Thanksgiving Day. Each winner received a ribbon and a $30 gift card to Barnes & Noble.
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Gall Stansberry-Ziffer, our 2008 Starfish award winner from Kids Soiree, won the Starfish because of this very effort! Gall
founded Treat for Teens 13 years ago at her Leadership Tallahassee Class XlII holiday party because she noticed teen
members of low-income families were often forgotten during the holidays. Many charitable organizations give holiday
gifts to younger children, yet overlook teens. Below are two teens that benefited from this wonderful program.

Treats for Teens (TFT) began as a true grass roots effort helping 32 teens with 100% of donations being used to
purchase gift cards so the teens can purchase what they need. TFT grew through community donations and in 2001 Gail
partnered with Raising a Healthy Child, Inc. a 501(c) 3 non-profit.

Since 2001, Gail and a volunteer board of three other women have raised $78,300 in gift cards for 1,218 teens served by
the BGCBB in Leon, Jefferson, Gadsden and Franklin counties! In addition to assisting the BGCBB, the group has also
raised thousands of dollars for six other organizations serving teens.

"One of the most touching things about donating to Treats for Teens is knowing that these young people learn the value
of 'paying it forward', explained Stansberry-Ziffer. "More often than not they use their gift card to buy a gift for their family
members. They've taught me that no matter how little one has, we all want to feel the joy of giving."
